Hebrews 11:1-3 (NIV)  

Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain 

of what we do not see. [2] This is what the ancients were 

commended for. 

[3] By faith we understand that the universe was formed 

at God's command, so that what is seen was not made 

out of what was visible. 



Unshakened & Unmoved Faith

Hebrews 11:11 (NIV)  

By faith Abraham, even though he was past age--and 

Sarah herself was barren--was enabled to become a 

father because he considered him faithful who had 

made the promise. 



Seeing Pass Promise to Person

Hebrews 11:17-19 (NIV)  

By faith Abraham, when God tested him, offered Isaac 

as a sacrifice. He who had received the promises was 

about to sacrifice his one and only son, [18] even though 

God had said to him, "It is through Isaac that your 

offspring will be reckoned." [19] Abraham reasoned that 

God could raise the deadé



Deeper Than Failing Promises

Hebrews 11:13 (NIV)  

All these people were still living by faith when they died. 

They did not receive the things promised; they only saw 

them and welcomed them from a distance. And they 

admitted that they were aliens and strangers on earth.

12 Spies

Numbers 13:1-3 (NIV)  

The Lord said to Moses, [2] "Send some men to explore 

the land of Canaan, which I am giving to the Israelites. 

From each ancestral tribe send one of its leaders." 

[3] So at the Lord's command Moses sent them out from 

the Desert of Paran. All of them were leaders of the 

Israelites.
