Definition:

Balanceɳ1) the power to decide,

as in a design,

Isaiah 28:9  Harmonious Arrangement

9 "Who is it he is trying to teach? To whom is he 

explaining his message? To children weaned from 

their milk, to those just taken from the breast? 10 For 

it is: Do and do, do and do, rule on rule, rule on rule ; 

a little here, a little there." 

ðThe context is that the leaders of Israel were mocking Isaiah 

as he tried to bring correction and restore the context and 

purity of worship and service to the nation.

ð Isaiah 28:5 In that day the LORD Almighty will be a glorious 

crown, a beautiful wreath for the remnant of his people. 

6 He will be a spirit of justice to him who sits in judgment, a 

source of strength to those who turn back the battle at the 

gate. 



Romans 16:17-20  The Power to Decide

17 I urge you, brothers, to watch out for those who 

cause divisions and put obstacles in your way that are 

contrary to the teaching you have learned. Keep away 

from them. 18 For such people are not serving our 

Lord Christ, but their own appetites. By smooth talk 

and flattery they deceive the minds of naive people. 

19 Everyone has heard about your obedience, so I am 

full of joy over you; but I want you to be wise about 

what is good, and innocent about what is evil. 20 The 

God of peace will soon crush Satan under your feet 

(will crush Satan underêshortly, NKJ).



II Peter 1:12 -15 Taking everything into 

Consideration

12 So I will always remind you of these things, even 

though you know them and are firmly established in 

the truth you now have. 13 I think it is right to refresh 

your memory as long as I live in the tent of this body, 

14 because I know that I will soon put it aside, as our 

Lord Jesus Christ has made clear to me. 15 And I will 

make every effort to see that after my departure you 

will always be able to remember these things.  (NKJV: 

15 Moreover I will be careful to ensure that you always 

have a reminder of these things after my decease).



Jude 3

3 Dear friends, although I was very eager to write to 

you about the salvation we share, I felt I had to write 

and urge you to contend for the faith that was once 

for all entrusted to the saints.

But do this with gentleness and respect, 16 keeping a 

clear conscience, so that those who speak maliciously 

against your good behavior in Christ may be 

ashamed of their slander. 17 It is better, if it is God's 

will, to suffer for doing good than for doing evil.
