Harmony vs. Stress 
The ability of the husband and wifeõs to 

negotiate differences, accommodate 

differing views and needs, and develop 

complementary roles is crucial to the  

  functioning of the family. 

 



Divine Order in the HOME 

***One of the major goals in healthy 

functioning of family is to strengthen the 

hierarchical structure of the family.  The 

marital and executive functions of the  

  parents is crucial for Mom to 

  have the kind of influence the 

  Bible speaks of concerning a  

   mom. 

 



When Mom resists the authority of her 

husband, it weakens his self-respect, 

discourages him from taking the 

leadership role in the family, and destroys 

  the order of authority God  

  established for the home. 



Mom’s Position 
Mom’s Position is strengthened when:  

ðMom is backed by the authority of her husband.   

ðThe children understand that authority is derived 

from Dad,  

ðThat Dad will back Mom in any concerns of 

discipline and order,  

ðThe children will have respect for both 

parents,  

ðThey are not successful in manipulating or 

triangling  the parents.  

ðThere is no parentified  child that has 

more authority over the family than 

one or both parents.  

 



1 Timothy 2:11 -15 (NKJV) ( see also I Cor.11:1-13;14:34, 

36) 

Let a woman learn in silence with all submission.  

And I do not permit a woman to teach or to have 

authority over a man, but to be in silence.  

For Adam was formed first, then Eve.  

And Adam was not deceived, but the woman 

`being deceived, fell into transgression.  

  Nevertheless she will be saved in  

  childbearing if they continue in  

   faith, love, and holiness, with 

    self-control.  

 



Childbearing 
Mom carries a child for nine months in her belly. 

Mothers are challenged in specific ways to forgo 

selfishness, put their bodies on the line, sometimes long 

after the child is brought into the world due to a literal 

physical changes in the body. 

Are the ones often available most of the time to nurture, 

 protect, support, and reinforce the authority of the 

  Dad as the head of the household. 

Mothers have the unenviable position 

to both prepare a child to understand the 

ties of family while at the same time 

prepare them to leave home. 

 



Mothers must temper expectation with a childõs 

actual abilities.   

Mothers, regarding childrearing, must be led 

throughout the day by the guiding hand of the 

Holy Spirit in order to be truly successful in     

  raising a child.
